UCD Implementation Points of Emphasis

This document lists issues identified by many of the early UCD adopters as being implemented incorrectly when
constructing a UCD compliant file. Each of these has implications to the receiver of the file that may reject the item
or the issue may cause their system to abend. This document does not add, remove, or modify the existing UCD in
any way. This is merely a list of UCD records and fields others have overlooked in their implementations with
recommendations that hopefully will help future adopters ensure a successful implementation of UCD compliant

files.

X9.100-187-2008 and its UCD.
